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Abstract

This paper explores artist Pushpa Kumari’s female-centered perspectives
in Mithila Paintings that foreground the grace of Shakti, goddess Kali, in all
females. Moreover, it examines the agency of women as a source of fertility and
energy centralizing on how the bi-union of Prakriti and Purusha, the cosmicized
versions of the earthly phenomenal male and female, reflects one integrated
form, an indivisible whole. Basically, the paper is based on Kumari'’s preference
for tantrism, which accepts fundamental dualism, through which an individual
encounters universal phenomena. Thus, this paper will provide a new insight
on females’ subjectivity—how in tantric rituals every woman, a counterpart of
feminine principle, as a microcosmic version of feminine power shakti becomes a
reincarnation of cosmic energy symbolizing the ultimate essence of reality.

Keywords: Feminine principle, mithila painting, tantrism, Prakriti and Purush

Introduction

Pushpa Kumari, one of the contemporary younger generation Mithila artists, is an
Indian Madhubani painter. She has embarked on the Mithila paintings’ distinctive
styles and conventions while establishing a relationship between the art and the social

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practices. Integrating the theme of ancient Holy Scriptures, myths and the modern
events, she establishes her painting as a medium to pass down the social values to the
coming generation. Her uniqueness, as a Mithila artist, is reflected in her advanced
creativity—her centuries-old-rooted art tradition has incorporated traditional ideas
with contemporary treatment. To represent the theme of invariably love and fertility,
Kumari has used different approaches in her art. Basically her mythological and folk
themes in arts are treated with tantric symbolism, wherein she overtly foregrounds the
feminine principle through the streaks of tantrism.

Tantrism vindicates that the union between male and female reduplicates the love
world of Shiva and Parvati in miniature. Women, the complementary counters of men,
help them be united with the one through her agency. It, therefore, justifies how women
help men to achieve the ultimate essence of reality. Knut A. Jacobsen (1996) has also
identified dualism of male-female principle to attain liberation, and to understand
the ultimate reality, “Tantrism is the understanding the divine and the world as being
sexually polarized into male and female aspects. The female pole of Tantric Hinduism
is understood as an active principle and the source of the world” (p. 43). In this way,
tantrism borders on the feminine principle. Being inspired with tantric theme, Kumari
identifies women as the active principle in this sexually divided world, and thus,
illustrates the primal place of women, as a microcosmic version of feminine power
Shaki, in her Mithila art.

Objectives

This research intends to examine the agency of women in Mithila folk art that interprets
the underlying layered multi-meaning in Pushpa Kumari’s hand-picked Mithila
paintings. Moreover, it aims to discern the interrelationship between Mithila painting
and woman subjectivity.

Theoretical Framework

The analytical framework of this research is primarily based on Ajit Mookerjee and
Madhu Khanna’s (1977) concept on tantrism from The Tantric Way: Art. Science.
Ritual for conceptual interpretation, and socio semiotics as a tool to analyze how
the implicit and explicit meanings of Mithila paintings are culturally specific. It has
incorporated such socio-semiotics lens broadly from Gunther Kress and Theo van
Leeuwen’s “Reading Images: The Grammar of Visual Design (2006)"—a framework
to study images on the basic of three functions outlined by Halliday’s Functional
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Grammar (1985) that studies visual structure to opt out the particular interpretation of
experiences linguistically.

Ferdinard de Saussure (2011) defines semiology as “A Science that studies the life
of signs within society” (p. 16). Social Semiotics, then, is a social theory that studies
the signs of the texts in relation with the society. Daniel Chandler (2017) states,
“Semioticians study how meanings are made and how reality is represented (and indeed
constructed) through signs and sign systems” (p. 2). He further says, “The key notion in
any semiotics is the ‘sign’” (6). “Signs take the form of words, images, sounds, odours,
flavours, actions, events, objects, and so on, but these have no intrinsic meaning and
become signs only when we invest them with meaning” (Chandler, 11). As per the
socio-cultural context, the sign makers always produce such signs creating a balance
between the form and its meaning, the signifier and the signified respectively. Mithila
painting, an exclusively feminine school of folk painting (Paswan, 2018), also uses
several signs, icons and symbols to convey its covert meaning more explicitly. Social
semiotics, here, analyze the unit of meanings in the used signs according to the social
and cultural circumstances.

According to Gunther Kress and Theo Van Leeuwen (2006), “Human societies use a
variety of modes of representation; each mode has, inherently, different representational
potentials, different potentials for meaning-making; each mode has specific social
valuation in particular social contexts” (p. 41). Meaning- making, especially in social
semiotics, is a social practice entirely based on the ideologies, systems and practices
existing in the society. Kress and Leeuwen have built the grammatical base that focus
on the dramatic semiotic shift from verbal to visual in relation within the framework
of three metafunctions developed by Halliday: the ideational, the interpersonal and the
textual functions. In their words:

Visual design, like all semiotic modes, fulfils three major functions. To use
Halliday’s terms, every semiotic fulfils both an ‘ideational’ function, a function
of representing ‘the world around and inside us’ and an ‘interpersonal’ function,
a function of enacting social interactions as social relations. All message entities
— texts — also attempt to present a coherent ‘world of the text’, what Halliday
calls the ‘textual’ function — a world in which all the elements of the text cohere
internally, and which itself coheres with its relevant environment (15).
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In the same line, May Wong (2019) assumes in social semiotics meaning-making is
always multimodal (2). Thus, semiotic activities involve “a sequence of production,
transformation and development, moving from the initial task of joining images of the
same objects — a classificatory, cognitive, conceptual, semiotic and manual task — to that
of producing complex and dissimilar images, and finding likeness in them (or imposing
likeness on them) through an intermediary task of abstraction and generalization”
(Kress & Leeuwen, 2006, p. 37). Throughout this process, the potentiality of meaning
is derived from the study of the sign in a particular social context. “From the point
of view of social semiotics, truth is a construct of semiosis, and as such the truth of
a particular social group arises from the values and beliefs of that group” (Kress &
Leeuwen, 2006, p. 154,155). In short, the interconnection between the ideas presented
through the multiplicity of modes in visual images and the social context is studied in
social semiotics.

In application of social-semiotics, Pushpa Kumari’s arts establish an association
between feminine principle and tantrism. Tantrism, as a religious path, regards the
feminine principle and treat women with a reverence. The conventional thought
among Maithil women is gradually shifting after being influenced by tantrism. Dermot
Killingley (2015) defines ‘Tantrism’ as a movement within Buddhism and Hinduism
that pursues salvation through integration between the human organism and the
cosmos. Ajit Mookerjee and Madhu Khanna (1977) argue, “Tantra provides a synthesis
between spirit and matter to enable man to achieve his fullest spiritual and material
potential” (9). It is the feminine principle, the creative force and the female essence
within women, which paves the way to the individual’s inner spiritual conscience—a
journey directed towards self-enlightenment. The feminine principle, in this sense,
gives the signal of wholeness of life evoking the realization of unity. Such a unity and
the interplay between feminine and masculine principle makes the male and female
complete, which is called “Siva-Sakti, Cosmic Consciousness...eternally conjoined;
the one cannot be differentiated from the other” (Mookerjee and Khanna, 1977, p. 15).

With an emphasis on how tantrism paves the way to spiritual attainment of liberation
Georg Feuerstein (1998) states, “The Tantric path is itself referred to a sadhana (from
the same verbal root as siddha), and the spiritual achievement of this path is called
siddhi (having the dual meaning of perfection and ‘powerful accomplishment)) (p.4).
The indivisible whole unity between Shiva and Shakti turns out to be possible due
to the practice of tantrism. Through tantrism, women, therefore, can carry on their
feminine principle. Moreover, I Wayan Budi Utama (2016) also argues that tantrism
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upholds feminine principle, “The important record that the teachings of Tantrism have
is the central position of Sakti (Parvati), the Pradhana aspect of Shiva. Sakti in this
sense can be developed as an aspect of womanhood, feminism” (p. 56).

Analysis

With an intense alacrity to give Kobhar paintings an inventive touch, Kumari persistently
seeks out the novel subjects from the society so that she can extend the boundaries of
her art. Soma Gosh (2020) asserts innovation in Mithila painting is inevitable, and
the novel themes are introduced to give it a new appeal. While making the ideational
choices, the objects that Kumari represents shows relations in a world outside as signs.
These signs carry both ideational and interpersonal metafunction, “any mode has to be
able to represent a particular social relation between the producer, the viewer and the
object represented” (Mookerjee & Khanna, 1977, p. 51). Kumari’s innovative efforts
have ultimately altered the modes and metafiction of traditional Khobar paintings—the
wall paintings of the nuptial chamber designed on the occasion of marriages and other
ceremonies to inculcate the doctrines to newlyweds. In complete interaction among the
artist, the reader and the concept, Kumari’s arts highlight how the paintings foregrounds
the feminine principle through the marks of tantrism.

Mithila art is intertwined with Mithila culture, it has therefore a sociological significance.
The artist who makes meaning from the context, has to change their judgment as per
the change in social context. In this connection, Jay L. Lekme (1990) proclaims, “Just
as communities have specific ways of connecting texts to one another, thematically or
actionally, so they also construct characteristic patterns of relationships among activity
structures and thematic formations of themselves” (p. 205). In Pushpa’s enlivening
Madhubani paintings, the artistic excellence in the use of stylistic devices with different
signs has subtly challenged the women’s representation in the art. In fact, these visual
images have communicated its historical and cultural significance to disclose the veiled
feminine principle, i.e how female embodies the power of Shakti.

Ajit Mookerjee and Madhu Khanna (1977) affirms the same universal power of Sakti
is transmitted to other general women with their fertility, “Sakti’s universal power is
prime mover and mother womb of the recurring cycles of the universe, and as such
reflects the procreative powers of eternal substance” (p. 16). The concept of tantrism,
for this reason, has replaced the earlier notion of subservience women—women as
passive object with their agency and subjectivity. Maithil women’s agency in their
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feminine principle, which privileges their ability of creation and fertility, is shown in
figure 1:

Pushpa Kumari’s painting in fig. 1 justifies how Prakriti, who represents female figure,
lies in the center of the universe. This symbolic portrait discloses Prakriti s prominent
position in the earth, where her wide-stretched legs imply the females’ fertility and
productive power. With an ability to generate new lives, she allows the branches to
grow from her shoulders. Besides, her face is portrayed as a single eye, and above it,
a larger eye, which rested on the branches, is embraced by the Purusha (male). While
altering the relationship among these signs into linguistic form, each sign used in the
art shows how creation and fecundity are intertwined, and thus inseparable from the
bodiless spirit. The designations, Prakriti and Purusha, Sanskrit terms for eternal male
and female elements, come from a branch of Hindu philosophy associated with Tantric
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teachings. Ajit Mookerjee and Madhu Khanna define the titles in 7he Tantric way:

Purusha is identified as Cosmic Consciousness, whose nature is static and which is
the transcendental plane where there is but one undifferentiated unity, Siva, Prakriti,
Nature is synonymous with Sakti (female energy); the kinetic energy quantum of the
cosmos is the prime mover of the creation, out of which the whole world is born and
into which the world is dissolved. Purusha and Prakriti are the cosmicized versions of
the earthly, phenomenal male and female. (16)

The branches symbolize the communion of the universe Prakriti and Purush where the
universe, as a whole, is within Prakriti, and Prakriki herself is regulator of the universe.
She has a power, which in itself, entails the prerogatives both of subjectivity and social
clout. Her feminine quality as spirit is reflected in Loriliai Biernacki’s (2007) words,
“The god Siva—who usually is conceived as supreme spirit—is actually a mere corpse
(sava), a dead body, mere matter, without feminine principle (sakti). The male god is the
“dead body” while the female is the enlivening “spirit”. Iconographically, this appears
in the well-known image of the goddess Kali astride the corpse Siva” (62). Thus, the
feminine principle is not only matter, it is spirit that the male entails. Through painting,
Kumari allows the viewers to scrutinize the represented concepts embedded within the
complexes of signs which cling both internally and externally, with each other and with
the context in simultaneously. Together it conveys a sense that like Prakriti, all women
are accorded with subjectivity, yet the recognition of their spiritual competence and
creative power is a prerequisite to establish such agency within women.

Kumari’s work in figure 2, which is built in a strong theme of sexuality, unveils the
symbolic unity of two primordial lovers Shiva and Shakti in the background, and
amalgamation of the intertwined snakes in the foreground. This integration of male
and female force, especially in Mithila culture, strikingly exposes the tantric theme.
While transforming the meanings of the applied signs in linguistic form, it reveals the
fact that the whole world, the entire manifold of experience is Siva-Sakti, Purush and
Prakriti—the male and female. They unite as one, as tantra accepts, “Reality is unity,
an indivisible whole. It is called Siva-Sakti, Cosmic Consciousness” (Mookerjee &
Khanna, 1977, p. 15).

Deconstructing the tradition symbols of Kobhar painting, Kumari centralizes the

love of a coiled snake, and amalgamation of Prakriti and Purusha at the heart of the
universe to demonstrate how “the objective world, with its infinite diversity, evolves
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out of the union of the opposites, the male and the female principle” (Mookerjee &
Khanna, 1997, p. 17). Here, tantra that prefers the union of heart, however, makes
a distinction between momentary pleasure and the joy of union. On the basis of this
tantric interpretation, Kumari again exposes a deeply important semantic dimension—
the feminine principle as an active principle, a medium to provide the knowledge of
super consciousness. Depicting the union of Prakriti and Purush in a sexual state
whose centrality is held by Goddess Kali further elaborates how the whole creation of
the universe is protected and channelized by the female. Thus, the painting depicts the
feminine principle, an embodiment of Sakti, as the reincarnation of cosmic energy that
symbolizes the ultimate essence of reality.

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Kobhar painting basically focuses on the theme of fertility. The painting illustrated
with fertility motif in figure 3 highlights premodical goddess Kali’s yoni at the stage
of giving birth who “is acclaimed as the highest principle of the cosmos—the power
of creation, preservation and destruction, the ground of being” (Dascal, 2012, p. 226).
The portrait symbolizes female as source of creation. The painting in kachani style, use
of less colour, seeks to ensure the woman’s active agency—the one with an ability to
give birth to a new life.

The floral design of kobhar exposes a continuum of five pair of heads and hands of
women attached to the yoni of the Goddess kali in the center. Along with the absence
of conventional icons like the moon, sun, tortoise, snake, lotus and bamboo trees as a
symbol of the female and male genitalia, the figure privileges to female’s reproductive
organ through which the new life emerges. It deconstructs the traditional kobhar
painting since it expunges the bamboo stalk in the center surrounded with purain. While
patriarchal society, to be bias, limits female’s agency, Pushpa Kumari here places the
spotlight on creative potentiality of women, pulls them in the center. Similarly, the
whole deconstruction hinges on the projection of the active role of Maithali women
in continuation of the whole universe. It vicariously displays the women’s centrality
and subjective expression despite of their limited freedom. Hence, yoni, the emblem of
Sakti, as the creative force of the universe is shown exotically in the painting.

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Throughout, Kumari also emphasizes on how Maithail women’s perception regarding
sexuality is gradually changing. They not only take intercourse as a physical basis of
creation and evolution, but they also assume it as the cosmic union of two opposites,
male and female principle. Hence, these days, the females give more priority in making
love for ecstasy which is evident in figure 4. Here the sexual ecstasy is privileged to
fertility; however, both are crucial aspects of Mithila painting.

Suggesting a deeper meaning as per the underlying assumption of the society, a young
Mithila artist Kumari departs from the traditional thought of fertility as a conjugal
bliss, rather she focuses on the elation of bi-union. The centered depiction of Prem
Jalkida, the intoxication of love and attraction, in figure 4 explicitly shows the moment
of supreme bliss. There two lotus flowers with human faces bend towards each other
during intoxication, and beneath the flowers, a pair of peacocks enjoy in ardor, appear
entwined taking rest in the gently undulating water. This pond life, where flora and
fauna are shown in an intoxicated state, signifies the importance of physical love in
Maithil society within a strong sense of unity and cohesion. The stunning lotus flowers
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in the painting, of course, embody fertility, divinity, prosperity, eternity as well as
spirituality.

The linear composition with framing, top to bottom approach, in painting also divulges
the core significance of pond in Maithil women’s life, which is particularly associated
with marriage, joyfulness and fertility. The pond illustrated in the figure is more similar
to Kamala Pond that has its own historical and cultural values in Mithila culture.
Moreover, the polarized representation of the sun and the moon in their amalgamation
not only shows life that gives energy, but it also indicates contentment of sexual
harmony.

When the Sun’s heat and water from the pond mingle, new life emerges. Multiple lives
can evolve. Kumari, who gives the message—without love, creation is not possible—
shows everyone is intoxicated in love in the figure. It also reflects her privileges
to erotic flavor. According to Mookerjee and Khanna (1977), “This joy of union is
equated with supreme bliss (ananda), obliterating differences between male and female
in a state of complete union. In this state all impulse and function become Siva- Sakti.
This ecstasy is experienced as the Kundalini rises and unfold itself” (p. 26). Despite
the focus in motherhood and reproduction, it overly displays the bi-union of male and
female in zoom size. A pair of ducks and lotus having the face of male and female
alternatively, for instant, is shown in the state making love. As a kobhar painting, it
includes an assembly of signs with special meaning. These signs convey the deeper
meaning concomitant with the transcendental quality that establishes the linkage with
the cosmogonic and metaphysical concept of tantra. The same sexual motif is portrayed
in Kumari’s next painting which is exposed in fig. 5.

As Puspa Kumari covers wide range of mythical aspects in her paintings, here she
makes an innovative illustration of Mythical story of Surya and Sangya where Surya
means the sun and Sangya, the daughter of a sage and the goddess of cloud, is his wife
to expose the sexual reality. As story reveals, Sangya’s happiness vanishes soon when
she notices the increment of heat of Surya after their marriage. Being frightened, she
runs away from him to the earth in the form of horse, so does Surya. In their transformed
form, once again, they fall in love and copulate happily. Highlighting this story, Kumari
approves how “Micro-sex (small sex) is the biological foundation of macro-sex (big
sex)...all sexual phenomena in nature are designed to produce a result, a blending of
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the genetic codes of two members of the same species” (Mookerjee & Khanna, 1997, p.
164). Pond’s life, especially small lotus flowers and enthusiastic ducklings, in addition,
demonstrates the fertility motif of the artist. Amid the probability of fertility, the grown-
ups are predominantly enjoying their synchronization. Here, the indissoluble harmony
is resulted from the mystic connection of an individual being and universal being that
symbolizes the embodiment of cosmic energy on each individual body.

Conclusion

As Pushpa Kumari’s creative insight and artistic quality in her paintings not only reveals
the myth and context of Mithila society but they also foreground the feminine principle.
Since women are, as tantrism claims, microcosmic version of feminine power sakti or
Prakriti, they are essential parts within the dualism of male-female principles to attain
liberation, and to be united with the ultimate essence of reality. Pushpa’s art is more
about how the forces governing the cosmos on the macro-level govern the individual
in micro-level. These arts, therefore, divulge the fact that the outer self is only a small
projection of the larger inner self. The human body with its psychological and biological
functions, in fact, is a vehicle through which the dormant psychic energy, Kundalini
Sakti, can be awakened that finally unites one with the cosmic consciousness. This
stands possible solely through the active agency of women. Kumari with her paintings
brings forth the women’s subjectivity in forefront, and tries to empower all people,
especially the women, with the tantric facts. Gyatri Savita Kumari and Mahesh Kumar
(2020) emphasize on how mithila paintings psychologically empowered Maithil women,
“Mithila painting is more than an art, hopes and aspirations to the people” (p. 539). By
taking a detour from tantric theme embedded to the paintings, Pushpa’s paintings can
also be used to undertake a study on the changing perspectives on Maithili women.

Work Life Balance among Women Employees in
Service Sector with Special Reference to Banking
Industry in Kathmandu Valley

Abstract

This study was interested in female bank employees’ perceptions of work life
balance at banking institutions in Kathmandu. The Job Demands-Resources (JD-
R) Model was used as a theoretical framework to consider the demands that
these women encounter as well as the support systems that they utilize to help
facilitate work-life balance (WLB). Importantly, as a theoretical framework, the
JD-R was used to bring to light employee experiences of their WLB in relation to
their work demands and the resources that are available to them. A qualitative
research design was used. Semi-structured interviews on a purposive sample
of eight research participants were conducted within eight commercial banks
of Kathmandu. Theory-led thematic analysis was used to analyze the interview
transcripts. The findings of the study indicated that these women relied heavily
upon domestic helpers in terms of household duties, extended family and their
spouses in terms of childcare duties and needs. These employees felt that work
dominates their lives more due to the core demands of meeting targets. These
employees perceived that the bank as a whole was not supportive of WLB as they
claimed to be and wanted to be involved with the HR Department in the formation
of work-life balance policies. This research study offers insight into the needs
of female bank employees and suggests the way forward for organizations to
appropriately prioritize WLB as a quality strategy in an attempt to retain talented
women in the organization.

Keywords: Work life balance, female employees, banking.
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Introduction

Changes in the social, political and economic fabric of societies have influenced and
continue to influence both the nature of employment and its relationship to life outside
work. Work-life balance has emerged as a hot topic in recent years— fueled in part
by changing trends in women’s social roles. Whilst labor market participation has
increased for women of all ages, women continue to shoulder the main responsibility
for organizing and undertaking unpaid caring work.

In today fast developing country, people are busy with increasing their income and
keep on changing their living habits, life style, and their day to day life, life pattern
is not similar as in olden days. People were not aware about how to balance their
life, stress and work. And they didn‘t concentrate much about their health and family.
The trend is changed to increase the wealth of the family not the health of the family.
Work-life balance is a concept including proper prioritizing between “work”(career
and ambition) and lifestyle (health, pleasure, leisure, family and spiritual development
/meditation).This is related to the idea of “lifestyle choice.”

Changing employment patterns together with changes in the demographic structure
of the workforce have resulted in a different reality for the 21st century. Instead of
trying to manage copious amounts of leisure time, many employees are instead trying
to juggle numerous responsibilities with the increased, intensified demands of work.
Such reality, and in particular, transformations in the structure of both the workplace
and the workforce imply that work practices and employers’ expectations must change
accordingly. The traditional assumption that employees should be willing and able to
make work their top priority in life is no longer tenable. Globalization, new technologies
and business restructuring are challenging the long established patterns of paid work
while imposing new burdens on families, individuals and households.

Until quite recently it was widely assumed, particularly in and concerning the richer
countries, that working hours were steadily reducing, the amount of leisure time
increasing and that these trends would continue. Many people looked forward to a
golden age of leisure (World Trade Organization, 1999).

Women at Workplace

As society moves into the 21st century, there is an increasing expectation that women are
not only responsible for nurturing and raising families to ensure that future generations
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are confident and competent members of the society, but that women should also
participate in the paid workforce (Harris, 2007). Women professionals have a vital
role in both family and office which is hampered by the multiple roles as a mother,
professional and social members. Lack of supports from the both sides creates work-
family conflict that impedes from doing justice to their talent utilization and leading a
blissful happy life (Alam, Sattar, & Chaudhary, 2011).

In Nepal, it is taken for granted that economic activities are exclusively the prerogative
of males while domestic work, child bearing and child rearing are the sole occupations
of women. Historically, women in Nepal have not enjoyed a good status in workplace
settings whether in managerial or operative roles. Since times immemorial, women
have been burdened with work of all sorts all through their lives. From reproduction
to all household chores and outside, their role as worker is significant, unique and
burdensome. But they are discriminated and exploited all over. But today scenario
is changing. Now female workers carry not only the load of domestic work but also
carry a significant part of the load of economic activity. Their contribution to economic
activity is in fact on the higher side than what is thought or perceived by the conservative
society.

Modern time liberalization of the Nepalese economy has created considerable
employment opportunities for those, including women, who possess marketable skills
and talent. Today women form an important part of the Nepalese Workforce. According
to the information provided by the Central Bureau of Statistics, the work participation
rate for women was 45.4 per cent in 2011.

Although most women in Nepal work and contribute to the economy in one form or
another, much of their work is not documented or accounted for in official statistics.
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Women plow fields and harvest crops while working on farms; women weave and
make handicrafts while working in household industries; women sell food and gather
wood while working in the informal sector. Additionally, women are traditionally
responsible for the daily household chores (e.g., cooking, fetching water, and looking
after children).

Nepalese Service Sector and Banking

The service sector is defined in a variety of ways, but for the purposes of this thesis,
we use the term in its broadest sense to mean non-agricultural and non-manufacturing
work. Services or the “tertiary sector” of the economy covers a wide gamut of activities
like trading, banking & finance, infotainment, real estate, transportation, security,
management & technical consultancy among several others.

Economic liberalization policies along with the stable political situation led to a
higher growth rate of non-agriculture sector in the 1990s. Contrary to this, internal
conflicts, prolonged political transition and supply side bottlenecks decelerated the
growth performance of industry and services sector in the subsequent decade (Kharel
& Pokharel, 2012).

On the finance front, the Nepalese financial system is highly dominated by banking
sector, particularly commercial banks. The growth of financial sector in Nepal is much
better as compare to other sectors. Despite of conflict and political insurgency, banking
and financial sector continued growing. Numbers of banks and financial institutions are
increasing day by day (Rai, 2010).

At present, no study has been conducted about the status of female employees on
different banking and financial organizations. Therefore, it is difficult to find out
the actual condition of the different employees in these organizations. The Banking
and financial organizations have expanded in different parts of Nepal and number of
educated females are increasing considerably. Hence, in the recent times, number of
female employees in banking sector of Nepal has seen a metabolic rise. Moreover,
female employees have better ethical values. They are known as good listener and can
make great team players among others given their interpersonal skill. As a result, banks
are hiring more and more female staff (Gautam, 2016).
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Work Life Balance

Work-life balance is not mere related to work and life; it is the positive state of mind.
Work-life balance, in its broadest sense, is defined as a satisfactory level of involvement
or ‘fit’ between the multiple roles in a person’s life (Hudson, 2005). Work-life balance
is about the interaction between paid work and other activities, including unpaid work
in families and community, leisure and personal development.

The transformations in the structure of both the workplace and the workforce imply that
work practices and employers’ expectations must change accordingly. The traditional
assumption that employees should be willing and able to make work their top priority
in life is no longer tenable. It is in this context that the notion of ‘work-life balance’ has
come to the fore in policy debates (Gupta & Kumar, 2011).

Work life balance is a global topic of growing importance and frequent discussion. The
reality is that most of us are facing increasing competition for our time and energy. The
term Work-life balance can mean different things to different persons — and different
things to same person at various points in his/her career. Work-life balance is about
creating and maintaining supportive and healthy work environments, which will
enable employees to have balance between work and personal responsibilities and thus
strengthen employee loyalty and productivity. Women work force now constitutes a
significant percentage of the total work force in any organization today. With major
changes in the nature of work and work arrangements, including the increasing numbers
of women participating in the paid work force, changes in women’s career expectations,
the decline of the family wage, the disappearance of the job for life and changes in
family formation, the relationship between families and labor market participation has
come under considerable scrutiny.

Theoretical Framework

The current study adds value to the research phenomenon of WLB by exploring the
factors that create WLB and the consequences of having a work-life imbalance. In this
light, a ‘demands-resources’ theoretical framework will be used to conceptualize WLB.
Numerous studies (Bakker & Geurts, 2004; Haddon & Hede, 2010; Jannsen, Peeters,
de Jonge, Houke & Tummers, 2004; Peeters, Montgomery, Bakker & Schaufeli, 2005;
Voydanoff, 2004) have adopted the JD-R Model when studying WLB by looking at the
demands faced in the work and home domains as well as the resources utilized in these
domains and how this contributes to WLB or a lack thereof for the participants of their
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studies. For this reason, the researcher found it appropriate to adopt this framework for
the purposes of the current study.

The banking context is characterised by work variety, discrimination, delegation,
conflicting tasks, high work pressures in terms of meeting sales targets, a large volume
of customer complaints, favouritism and employee’s educational backgrounds — all
of which influence the levels of WLB experienced by bank employees (Michaildis &
Georgiou, 2005; Ojedokun, 2008; Ogungbambila, 2010). In light of the JD-R Model
these demands are psychological and structural in nature that requires physical and
psychological effort on the part of the bank employees in order to adapt to these
demands.

There have been studies that have looked at WLB in the banking context, for example
higher qualified individuals are said to experience greater difficulty with regards to
achieving WLB compared to lower qualified individuals (Michailidis & Georgiou,
2005). This is because highly qualified employees may carry problems from home to
work, having a negative WHI (Marais & Mostert, 2008), and are simultaneously trying
to pursue a career at the expense of their home life and relationships (Michailidis &
Georgiou, 2005). There have been other studies that have looked at WLB within the
banking context, for example Easton (2007) looks at how women in middle management
within the banking industry balance their managerial and motherhood roles. Easton’s
(2007) study found that women relied heavily upon domestic helpers, childcare
facilities and extended family care whilst and far less upon their spouses or partners.
Furthermore these women perceived their organizations to not be entirely supportive of
WLB (Easton, 2007). Rowe and Crafford (2003) view work-life imbalance as a barrier
to career advancement of women within investment banking.

In summary, female bank employees are faced with various work and personal demands,
which according to the JD-R Model can create conflict and influence the levels of
WLB that they experience. However, according to the JD-R Model, if these female
employees possess personal and environmental (work) resources, then these resources
would help facilitate the attainment of WLB. In this light, the demands and resources
that employees have are seen as factors that contribute to either work life balance or
work life imbalance.

Research Methodology
Sampling

The current study did not aim to generalize its finding back to the general population
of women. Based on the study being qualitative in nature, the research participants
were selected using a purposive sampling method. This sampling method is strategic in
nature, as it seeks to sample people who are relevant to the research questions (Bryman,
2004). “Purposive sampling means selecting participants for their ability to provide
rich information” (Ulin et al., 2002).

Hence this sampling method was relevant to this particular research study, because
the research participants all worked for a commercial bank, were female and mothers.
The sample size of this study was eight. Eight participants were chosen because the
researcher wanted a rich, detailed, description of lived experiences of WLB and
perceptions around WLB from the participants. In this light, the researcher felt that this
could be obtained by using a smaller sample size (which is in line with the qualitative
nature of the research study) rather than a larger sample size given the timeframes for
this research. In Nepal, there are 28 commercial banks and researcher intended to cover
more than 25% and hence, decided to acquire a sample from 8 commercial banks.
The reasons behind selecting research participants with these particular characteristics
were the assumption that these participants would provide meaningful insights and
understandings into their experiences of WLB or a lack thereof. Following table
illustrates details of the respondents:

Data Collection and Analysis

There are several types of interviews but for the purposes of this study, the researcher
collected data with semi-structured interviews. Semi-structured interviews is useful for
exploring a topic quite broadly as it allows the researcher or interviewer to move the
conversation in any direction of their interest (Trochim, 2006). The semi-structured
interviews were in the form of individual, face to face interviews that consist of open-
ended, non-judgmental questions. With semi structured interviews, the researcher has
an interview schedule of the questions he or she intends to ask the participants, which
are related to the research questions, yet the interviewee is granted flexibility in their
responses (Ulin et al., 2002).

The researcher utilized the literature on WLB, the banking context and took cognizance
of the departments within the bank when formulating the interview questions for the
participants. These questions covered themes which are important for understanding
the influence particular roles have on WLB. This data collection method was relevant
to the research study as the research participants were able to elicit their perceptions,
understandings and experiences of the research topic under investigation, that being
WLB.

Prior to conducting the interview with the research participants, the researcher piloted
his interview questions on his wife. According to Trochim (2006), piloting or pre-
testing an interview on a person prepares the researcher in learning to use eye-contact
and set the tone for the interview by behaving in a confident manner. For this study, the
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researcher intended conducting an initial interview followed by a follow up interview,
should the researcher not collect relevant data in the initial interviews. However, the
researcher felt that saturation point was reached in each interview as there was sufficient
data elicited in the initial interviews in terms of understanding what WLB meant to the
participants, the work and home or life demands that each of them are faced with, the
perceived resources utilized by the participants to attain WLB and understanding of
WLB, policy utilized to attain WLB and participants’ suggestions to attain and improve
WLB. In this light, there was no need for the researcher to conduct follow up interviews
and so only eight interviews were conducted.

Thematic analysis was used to analyze the data collected from the research participants.
“Thematic Analysis is a method for identifying, analyzing and reporting patterns or
themes within data” (Braun & Clarke, 2006). It minimally organizes and describes your
data set in (rich) detail. However, frequently it goes further than this, and interprets
various aspects of the research topic (Boyatzis, 1998). The researcher specifically used
theory-led thematic analysis. Theory-led thematic analysis is largely driven by the
researcher’s theoretical or analytical interest in a specific area, and thus this form of
thematic analysis is more analyst driven or deductive in nature (Braun & Clarke, 2006).
This research made use of the JD-R Model to understand the various demands that
female bank employees experience and the resources available to them that they use in
order to attain WLB.

Results and Discussions
Theme One: Understanding WLB

Having analyzed the data, about half of the participants reflected the understanding of
WLB to mean “working the stipulated hours in the employment contract” and thereafter
having the remainder of the day for their family and personal lives exclusively, “without
allowing either role to interfere with the time given to a particular role” The other half
of the participants understood WLB to mean being happy in their personal and work
domains of life “satisfied with the amount of time and energy you invest into each role”
and when they are given “time off to see to their family needs”.

Theme Two: Demands

The findings that emerged from the data analysis were that most of the female bank
employees were from the deposit division and emphasized the work demands of
meeting targets, deadlines, dealing with client complaints and doing others work when

they are not there as there is no support staff to stand in. In addition, a participant
mentioned that “the bank has been planning for merger which makes me feel that I have
to work harder and go the extra mile”. Additionally, findings that emerged during data
analysis regarding family demands were mixed. Half of the participants stated that all
domestic chores fall on themselves. These responsibilities included “cooking, cleaning
the house, doing the washing, seeing to and spending time with the kids”.

Theme Three: Available Resources

The majority of the participants all relied heavily upon their domestic helpers to see
to the household activities and domestic side of things. Most of the participants also
relied upon certain family members to “see fo the kids sometimes during the days”
and sometimes when they “go out with friends”. Also, findings obtained after data
analysis were that half of the participants’ spouses attended to their children in terms
of “picking and dropping them from school” and ensured the maintenance of the house
“such as fixing the cupboards”. However, these participants also mentioned that their
spouses did not assist with domestic household activities as their spouses “do not like
doing domestic things”. In terms of managerial and supervisory support, the analysis
revealed that the majority of the participants found their managers and supervisors to
be supportive of WLB by trying to assist the employees in managing their workload
by looking at how much work they have and then trying to share it amongst other staff
members so that they did not burn themselves out.

Theme Four: Challenges to WLB

This idea sheds light on the level of ease or difficulty each participant experiences in
trying to achieve WLB, given their work and family responsibilities and resources. The
majority of the participants experienced a high level of difficulty in attaining WLB. This

was due to there being “not enough hours in a day to complete work”, “not meeting
targets” and “raising two sons is not easy”.

Theme Five: Consequences to WLB

With regard to the physiological and psychological consequences of WLB, the data
analysis revealed that the majority of the participants felt stressed, anxious, tired,
drained, miserable and unhappy with their jobs that demand a great deal of their time
and effort. Further, the data in relation to the spill over from work into life, the majority
of the participants reported a negative spill over from work into their lives as “working
long hours, being short staffed and sometimes not meeting clients demands preoccupy
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my thinking, even when I am at home, which is the time meant exclusively for my
family”. On the other hand, a minority of participants mentioned a positive spill over
of work into their lives.

Theme Six: Policies and WLB

Data analysis in relation to this theme revealed that a few of the participants are satisfied
with the way things are as “organization has every aspect written down on policy
approved by the board of directors” and “policies are in line with Nepalese laws”. All
participants agreed that the bank has policies such as part-time work, flexi-time, job-
sharing, annual and sick leave, telecommunicating and work redesign in place on its
internal systems.

Conclusion and Recommendations

From the results it can be seen that for these female participants, WLB means investing
enough time and energy into each of their roles, with a minimum of role conflict
and being satisfied with that investment. This is consistent with the way WLB is
conceptualized in the literature.

However, the majority of these participants seem to be experiencing more of a work
life imbalance due to immense pressures and demands from the home and especially
work domain. These conflicting demands from each role spill over into the other role,
resulting in the participants experiencing multiple role conflict as well as various
physical and psychological complaints. The conflicting demands included a depletion
of energy resources from work and preoccupation of thoughts about work which
spilled over into the home and work domain. Guilt for not spending adequate time
and attention on the participants’ children was another prominent conflict for most of
these participants that has affected them at work. The unpleasant bank culture of being
overly concerned with sales and profit as well as not practicing the WLB policies that
are in place for all divisions of the bank has made it much harder for the majority of
these participants to negotiate the boundaries between their work and personal lives
and attain WLB.

However, some participants report a positive WHI as work has given them a means to
provide for their loved ones and educate others about the industry. Some participants
also report a positive HWI as their children motivate them to be the best that they can
be. Thus, such findings resonate with the smaller body of literature out there on work-
life harmony rather than the mainstream literature on work-life imbalance.
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Despite the multiple role conflict that these participants experienced, domestic, spousal
and organisational support served as critical resources in reducing such conflict and
helping these women attain WLB. Each participant’s work demands and resources
determined the level of difficulty they faced in attaining WLB. For these participants,
ideal work policies and practices in facilitating WLB for the future include practicing
flexi-time at the Bank, and being actively involved with their HR department in shaping
WLB policies. Thus WLB is a complex phenomenon that poses a significant challenge
for these women who wish to advance in their careers and be family orientated.

From this study, practical implications and recommendations can be made to the
participants of this study, working women, organizations and the Nepalese government.
These will be discussed below:

Working women are encouraged to get their spouses involved in family and
domestic responsibilities. Spouses should not frown upon this, but rather accept such
responsibilities and change their mind-sets as the traditional gender stereotype of
women being the homemaker are falling away in this modern-age as they enter the
world of work.

Furthermore, organizations, particularly banks should see from this study that
employees do require assistance in managing the conflicting work, family and domestic
responsibilities in order to retain them and in order for them to be effective in the
workplace. WLB initiatives are said to start at the top with management and permeate
down the different levels of the organization. It is therefore argued that management has
a strong influential role in pioneering work life balance initiatives forward. In this light,
management of organizations are recommended to firstly change the organizational
culture as organizational culture is the greatest barrier to the progress of organizational
transformation of any kind. Organizations can do this by putting work-life policies in
place, utilizing their leadership in management to communicate effectively to their
employees about these policies and take into account the suggestions regarding such
policies from their employees.

The Nepalese government can also make useful contributions to WLB initiatives by
funding research conducted in this area and distribute such findings to the relevant
stakeholders such as employers and employees. Thereafter, the government should
provide educational training programs to these stakeholders regarding the negative
consequences of work-life imbalance for employees and organizations as well as
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educating organizational members how to cope with balancing their work and personal
life roles.
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Abstract

This article examines Philip Roth's The Humbling, a literary account of questions
of aging and loss of self. Specifically, it analyzes the roles and actions of
protagonist, Simon Axler, who has suddenly lost his talent and skills in theatrical
performance and is desperately looking for salvation by indulging in temporary
distractions around him. However, the loss is too deep to be complacent with.
Drawing upon the protagonist’s recurring memories of the past performances
that significantly govern the present struggle of Alxer, the article assesses that the
moments of struggle Alxer recounts in the present after knowing his banal failure
signal his inability to maintain social belongingness. Drawing on social identity
theory, especially the three stages of social identity formation: categorization,
social identification and social comparison, this article postulates an inherent
and inevitable connection between social self and personal self. Following this,
it argues that Axler’s doomed predicament — the loss of personal self — results
in eternal quest and loss of social belongingness. Finally, this article concludes
that Alexer s failure to identify with the social groups is instrumental to lead him
to embrace suicide as the ultimate alternative.
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Introduction

In The Humbling, Philip Roth’s protagonist, Simon Axler, loses the magic of performance.
He doesn’t know why this happened, and he suffers a “colossal” breakdown as a result
he is falling apart; His wife leaves him, he finds himself alone. He thinks everything
is over for him; audiences no longer belong to him, and they laugh at him. In the past
when he was acting he wasn’t thinking about anything, now he was thinking about
everything and everything spontaneous and virtual was killed. He has already failed
in the performance of Macbeth and The Tempest. Roth describes it as “His Macbeth
was ludicrous and everyone who saw it said as much, and so did many who didn’t”
(Roth 14). Everything is over for Simon Axler. He has lost his magic, his talent, and
his assurance. His Falstaff and Peer Gynt and Vanya, all his great roles, are melted into
air, into thin air. When he goes onstage he feels like a lunatic and looks like an idiot.
His confidence in his powers has drained away. He imagines people laughing at him.
He also thinks “Something fundamental has vanished” from his life (Roth 61), and
Roth suggests that his “breakdown was colossal”, meaning that the loss does not only
have consequences at personal and professional level, but also leads to more profound
consequences at social level.

The uncanny loss of Axler has been the subject of various interpretations. Most of
the interpretations concern the pathos of aging and the existential grappling of the
protagonist. For one, Harrison argues that the novel is an account of performance anxiety,
and it portrays a man who is unable to believe in his suffering any more than he had in
the emotions of the characters he can no longer play, a “man deprived of himself,” ‘a
self-travesty grounded in nothing,” can imagine only one form of potency— ‘suicide is
the role you write for yourself” (Harrison BR11). Similarly, Skidelsky notes that though
the novella is an egregious example of his literary talent, it “asks interesting questions
about aging and what it does to you™ and tries to paint the picture of the absurdity of
life through Simon Axler (“The Humbling By Roth”). However, a deeper analysis of
Axler’s situation suggests that his suffering alludes to more than performance anxiety
and the problem of aging. Alluding to fundamental concepts of social identity, specially
formulated by Tajfel and Turner, in this paper, I argue that Axler’s loss as an actor is
a loss of personal self and his social belongingness, and his suicide is a result of his
inability to maintain his social belongingness and a feeling of self-loss.

Social identity theorists, notably Tajfel, Turner, Hogg and Abrams argue that individuals
derive esteem from a group that they positively identify with; therefore, they favor it.
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In other words, the existence of the individuals is intricately conditioned by the social
membership — what is personal is also social. This process of favoring one’s in-group
happens in three stages: social categorization, social identification, social comparison
(Tajfel & Turner 33-47). People first categorize themselves and others into social
groups based on external or internal criteria. Then, people identify with a group, invest
emotionally, and change their behavior to some extent because of their membership.
Finally, people compare their groups to others to acquire esteem for their identified
membership (Ellemers 29-30). This process leads to the maximization of similarities
within groups and the differences between groups (Tajfel & Turner 18).

The social identities of individuals are not static but evolve progressively over time. In
particular, individuals implicitly construct a multitude of social categories. For each of
these social categories, such as women, footballers, or conservative, as well as many
classes that cannot be designated with simple labels; individuals identify common
beliefs, attitudes, feelings, and behaviors, referred to as prototypes. Specifically,
they construct these social categories and characterize the prototypes to differentiate
their group from other collectives (Stets & Burk 227). Once they can delineate their
group unequivocally, individuals know which prototypes or norms to follow, curbing
uncertainty and alleviating anxiety.

Social classification serves two functions. First, it cognitively segments and orders
the social environment, providing the individual with a systematic means of defining
others. A person is assigned the prototypical characteristics of the category to which
he or she is classified. Second, social classification enables the individual to locate
or define himself or herself in the social environment. According to social identity
theory, the self-concept is comprised of a personal identity encompassing idiosyncratic
characteristics (e.g., bodily attributes, abilities, psychological traits, interests) and
a social identity encompassing salient group classifications. Social identification,
therefore, is the perception of oneness with or belongingness to some human aggregate
(Ashforth Mael 26). For example, a woman may define herself in terms of the group(s)
with which she classifies herself (I am a Canadian; I am a woman). Following this
trajectory of the social identity theory, this article tracks Axler’s journey of loss from
the failure of social categorization through social identification to social comparison.
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The Loss and Quest for Social Belongingness

From the very outset of the novel, the readers know that because of known reason,
Axler has suddenly and inexplicably lost the ability to act: “He’d lost his magic. The
impulse was spent. He’d never failed in the theatre, everything he had done had been
strong and successful, and then the terrible thing happened: he couldn’t act” (Roth
1). Before this appalling loss took place, he was impeccable with the roles he played:
his reputation was the last of the best of the classical American state actors (Roth 2)
Similarly, he was brilliant with the sound: “Few stage actors could speak and be spoken
to the way he could” (Roth 4) . . . “The sound that used to go into his ear felt as though
it were going out, and every word he uttered seemed acted instead of spoken” (Roth 4).
However, now he “couldn’t act. The ways he could once rivet attention on the stage!
And now he dreaded every performance, and dreaded it all day long” (Roth 2). Axler’s
performance only was the marker of his self and his public recognition. But, he has lost
it. This was his identity marker as magical performer.

This loss can be characterized as a loss of personal identity. According to Ellemers,
a social identity theorist, “striving for a positive social identity may result in people
primarily identifying either as members of their social group or in a more individualistic
orientation (which may eventually lead to the association of self with a group that has
the higher status” (31). Axler first focuses on individual orientation. He knows that “he
couldn’t act” and he has lost “everything spontaneous and vital was killed,” (Roth 2).
However, this loss at the personal level is equally deep in social terms. Seen from the
perspective of social identity theory, the personal loss deepened due to his lack of social
affiliation.

Axler’s loss deepens at least in his realization as he realizes the loss of social
membership or social categorization. In other words, Axler fails to categorize himself
as a successful actor; he fails to fall in the category of actors. Having a particular social
identity means being at one with a certain group, being like others in the group, and
seeing things from the group’s perspective. After undergoing the loss of performance,
Axler severely suffers from a lack of “self-categorization is equally relevant to the
formation of one’s identity” (Stets and Burke 222). He fails to categorize himself as
“stable, morphological components of social structure” (224). In order to categorize
himself as a social component, he has to play a role in social structure as the social
identity is constituted and maintained by the social roles that the individuals perform
in the social environment. Identity roles deal principally with the components of
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social structure that are termed roles. Roles bring the categorization into existence.
Persons acting in the context of social structure name one another and themselves in
the sense of recognizing one another as occupants of positions (Stets and Burke 224).
For example, the individuals can play the roles. The individuals perceive themselves as
actual or symbolic members of the group(s), and she perceives the fate of the group(s)
as her own. As such, social roles provide a partial answer to the question— who am
I? The ways he could once rivet attention on the stage. And now he dreaded every
performance and dreaded it all day long. And now he dreaded every performance and
dreaded it all day long. He spent the entire day thinking thoughts he’d never thought
before a performance in his life” (Roth 2-3). Roth explains Axler’s loss of capacity to
perform:

He was asked to play Prospero and Macbeth at the Kennedy Center—it was hard
to think of a more ambitious double bill— and he failed appallingly in both, but
especially as Macbeth. He couldn’t do low-intensity Shakespeare and he couldn’t
do high-intensity Shakespeare—and he’d been doing Shakespeare all his life. His
Macbeth was ludicrous and everyone who saw it said as much, and so did many
who hadn’t seen it. (Roth 4)

Because of the loss of capacity to perform, what continued to frighten him “was that
nothing that was happening to him seemed to have to do with anything” (Roth 28-
29). According to Turner et. al, self-categorization as part of a person’s self-concept,
that is, the set of cognitive representations a person holds about who they are; self-
categorization is the cognitive grouping of oneself and other members of a category as
similar (“us”), in contrast to the members of another category (“them”) (Rediscovering
the Social Group 42-43).

In the second phase, the profound loss — the capacity to act, leads to more threatening
social consequences. These social consequences are observed concerning the role he
fails to play in order to categorize himself in social milieu. Social categorization is the
process by which people categorize themselves and others into differentiated groups. In
this connection, Axler feels that he has lost his social role, the artistic talent has worn
out and he no longer can entertain the audiences. His failure to categorize himself as
a theatre actor has consequences. In other words, this loss of roles can be seen in his
professional social, familial and sexual life, for example, being a capable sex partner
or family member. This loss of existence gives rise to the fact that he fails to take a
responsible role as demanded and required by society in social context.
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Foranindividual inasociety, [Social] “categorization simplifies perception and cognition
related to the social world by detecting inherent similarity relationships or by imposing
structure on it (or both)” (Krueger 14220). In other words, people attach features to
individuals and they generalize individual features to the group. Axler fails to fails to
discover any attributes to qualify or categorize himself as a family member, particularly
as a husband. His wife, “after the Kennedy center debacle and his unexpected collapse”
withdraws from marriage, and Axler now becomes totally alone in the house in the
country and “terrified of killing himself” (Roth 9). After being admitted in the hospital,
Dr. Farr asked him to examine the circumstances of his life preceding the sudden onset
of his hopelessness. Dr. Farr asked Axler about “his marriage, his parents, his parents’
death, about his relations with drug-addicted stepson, his boyhood, his adolescence, his
beginnings as an actor, as the older sister who dies of lupus when he was twenty (Roth
12). The doctor wanted to know about his familial affiliations. However, Axler does not
have an answer to these questions which traditionally define him as a family member,
a strong component of social categorization.

The twenty-six-day stay at the hospital does Axler so well, however not sufficient to
create social bonds. He also makes friends of sorts with one of the other patients, a
woman, Sybil Van Buren, who was unable to deal with what she discovered about her
husband. He tries to affiliate with her because “the consequence of self-categorization
is an accentuation of the perceived similarities between the self and other in-group
members, and an accentuation of the perceived differences between the self and outgroup
members” (Stets and Burke 225). However, he cannot assimilate. Though they have
similar membership as patients or patients practicing similar types of therapies, the
social background through which their sickness resulted is different. However, Axler
strives to belong to a more significant group, the actors. When Jerry comes back to
reunite him with his career, Axler has the least hope that he can do: “There no teacup.
Jerry, it’s over. I can no longer make a play real for people. I can no longer make a
role real for myself” (Roth 38). His realization is that he is socially alienated which
was observable when he completely identifies himself with a possum. This possum is
stranded because the possums are ordinarily nocturnal but this was out on the snow-
covered ground in broad daylight (Roth 46). Roth describes this connection as “nature’s
caricature” (Roth 48).

But now amid his frustrating condition, Axler again endeavors to gain back his

existence strengthening his relation with Pegeen, Axler’s lesbian lover. He goes on
searching and trying to create affiliations. As the social theorists argue, while creating

social belongingness, the emphasis is not on the similarity with others in the same role,
but on the individuality and interrelatedness with others in counter roles in the group or
interaction context (Stets and Burke 227). By maintaining the meanings, expectations,
and resources associated with arole, role identities maintain the complex interrelatedness
of social structures. In a similar vein, Axler tries to emphasize his individuality— the
meaningfulness he realizes to be with people. Despite Axler as a heterosexual and
Pegeen’s having lived as a lesbian for the previous 17 years, they begin an affair. He
becomes happy when she brings a glass of water for him, for “nobody had brought him
a glass of water for a long time” (Roth 53). Unfortunately, Louise, Pegeen’s lesbian
partner, is furious that Pegeen has broken off their relationship and begins stalking
her. Months later, Louise calls Pegeen’s parents in Lansing, Michigan, to tell them that
their daughter is now sleeping with Axler (“The Humbling, By Philip Roth”). Pegeen
is distressed that her parents have learned about the relationship she wanted to keep
secret. Her father, Asa, tells her he disapproves because of the age difference but Simon
suspects that he merely envies his professional success.

The situation described above, according to Tajfel and Turner, explains that a part
of a person’s concept of self comes from the groups to which that person belongs.
An individual does not just have personal selfhood, but multiple selves and identities
associated with their affiliated groups (Roth 36). At this point, his failed relationship
with Peggen’s signifies his inability to define his self in relationship with other groups.
A person might act differently in varying social contexts according to the groups they
belong to. After listening to what Pegeen’s mother thought of him, “Of course, he
was— hurt and angry. He sat there listening (...)” (Roth 79). He was particularly
stung by “Carol’s clarification of aging process and the jeopardy in which it placed her
daughter (Roth 80). He reflects on his inability to affiliate with the family of Pegeen:
“As for your parents, I’d just as soon spare them, but I can’t arrange my life according
to their feelings. Their feelings don’t matter that much to me, frankly, and at this stage
of the game, they really shouldn’t matter that much to you either” (Roth 81). However,
to form social belongingness, a sort of conformism is necessary. Axler denies it as the
narrator notes “No, he would not take off in that direction. Instead, he would sit ting
and be patient and hope the family would fade away” (81).

Next, the protagonist lacks the active role of sexual power. First, Axler does suffer from
a fleeting moment of doubt about the wisdom of his relationship with Pegeen: “What
if he proved to be no more than a brief male intrusion into a lesbian life?” (Roth 66).
Losing his heterosexual life, and failing to belong strictly to neither to heterosexual
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group nor the lesbian group, he tries to act as a sugar-daddy for Pegeen. Pegeen Mike
Stapleford, “a girl-boy,” “a child-adult” and the daughter of old acting friends, is 25
years younger than Axler. He buys a whole lot of expensive clothes for her, offers an
expensive round of makeup. Suddenly, Pegeen goes from butch to beautiful, and Axler
experiences oceans of sex. Axler fantasizes: “All he was doing was helping Pegeen to
be a woman he would want instead of a woman another woman would want. Together
they were absorbed in making this happen” (Roth 65). However, his attempt to be part
of Pegeen’s life seems improbable since Pegeen, “a lesbian with a trail of wounded
lovers raging in her wake, has more than enough sexual energy to make up for Axler’s
eviscerated state” (Harrison BR11). Though the apparent causes for the relationship
between them are: perilous age and perilous psychiatric conditions, Axler ascribes it
to her potent sexuality. First, he notes that the sexual relationship between them has
been up to the mark as per Pegeen reaction: “Go ahead. Harder” (Roth 94). Second, the
oddity that Pegeen is sleeping with Axler, a heterosexual, and the other two lesbians
at the same time troubles him. And, he knows that he has not become a seminal part
of Pegeen: “the affair was a futile folly and that Pegeen’s history was unmalleable and
Pegeen unattainable and that he was bringing a new misfortune down on his head”
(Roth 95).

Having a particular role identity means acting to fulfill the expectations of the role,
coordinating and negotiating interaction with the role partners, and manipulating the
environment to control the resources for which the role has responsibility. The basis
of social identity is in the uniformity of perception and action among group members,
while the basis of role identity resides in the differences in perceptions and actions that
accompany a role as it relates to counter roles (Stets and Burke 226). When Axler loses
his artistic talent and vitality he becomes depressed and feels loneliness in his life. He
now realizes that human life is meaningless. He becomes psychologically weak and
finds himself as a broken man. About role creating identity, Stets and Burke argue:

The role-based identities, some form of interaction and negotiation are usually
involved as one performs a role. Relations are reciprocal rather than parallel.
Different perspectives are involved among the persons in the group as they
negotiate and perform their respective roles, creating micro-social structures within
the group. Thus, a role-based identity expresses not the uniformity of perceptions
and behaviors that accompanies a grouped-based identity but interconnected
uniqueness. (227)
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Whatever absurdities he meets in his life, Axler searches for belongingness, which
gives meaning to life. He quests his real identity and the subjective truth. When he loses
his artistic magic, he tries hard to maintain it to exist as a profound actor. But he cannot
exist as the best actor and loses his audience.

Thirdly, Axler fails to establish any substantial affiliations through both social
categorization and identifications, thus social belongingness since he lacks the sense
of who he is— an instrumental marker of social identity. This can be observed in his
evaluation of self. He evaluates himself as an actor and a defeated self. While Jerry tries
to persuade him to resume his acting, Axler reasons:

... everyone knows the feeling ‘I can’t do it,” everyone knows the feeling they will
be revealed to be false— it is every actor’s terror. They have found me out. I've
been found out.” Let’s face it, there is a panic that comes with age. I’'m that much
older than you, and I have been dealing with it for years. (Roth 35-36)

The formation of social identity is self-evaluative. The evaluation of the self takes
place based on comparison with ingroups and outgroups, and comparisons yield the
characteristics that are ascribed to individual group members (Schmid et al. 213).
These characteristics may “compare positively or negatively to the characteristics
of other groups”(Ellemers 30). Positive or negative, the comparison gives a sense of
belongingness. After Axler evaluates himself as an actor which is inward orientation,
he begins comparing with the characters of plays who have a suicidal instinct or who
commit suicide.

Axler compares his self with the members of the ingroup quite negatively. The
consequence of the social comparison process is the selective application of the
accentuation effect, primarily to those dimensions that will result in self-enhancing
outcomes for the self (Sturts and Burke 225). Axler tries to “identify” himself in
relation to the group he belongs to. The significant category that he can belong to is
the group of actors. Sitting there amid his books, he tried to remember plays in which
some characters commit suicide: Hedda in Hedda Gabler, Julie in Miss Julie, Phaedra
in Hippolytus, Jocasta in Oedipus the King, almost everyone in Antigone, Willy Loman
in Death of a Salesman, Joe Keller in A/l My Sons, Don Parritt in The Iceman Cometh,
Simon Stimson in Our Town, Ophelia in Hamlet, Othello in Othello, Cassius and Brutus
inJulius Caesar, Goneril in King Lear, Antony, Cleopatra, Enobarbus, and Charmian in
Atony and Cleopatra, the grandfather in Awake and Sing!, Ivanov in Ivanov, Konstantin
in The Seagull (Roth 38-39).
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For Axler, public performance was a strong marker of his personal as well as public
identity. He was a public figure, a celebrity, who rarely has his private life. He was part
of the social groups. In course of doing and fulfilling his duty, he has lost and forgotten
who he really is. But, with the loss of his identity, he becomes a lonely figure and only a
man who is related to himself. So, a person has his identity; public and private identity.
The private or the individual identity is related to the essence of life. It has the real
meaning of life. With the collapse of the typicality and the vitality, people see the real
face of human beings which is related to nothingness. After Axler faces aging, he is
playing in his own parody. He goes on acting various roles in his lifetime and now life
has made himself a parody:

Once alone and in the room assigned him, he sat down on the bed and remembered
role after role that he had played with absolute assurance since he had become a
professional in his early twenties- what had destroyed his confidence now? What
was he doing in his hospital room? A self-travesty had come into being who did
not exist before, a self-travesty grounded in nothing, and he was that self-travesty,
and how had it happened? Was it purely a passage of time bringing on decay and
collapse? What is a manifestation of aging? (Roth 10)

The uncanny loss of talent, i.e., his recognitions, disillusions him. When he compares
with the characters he previously played, and the seminal characters of plays, he finds
the comparison loose, and finds that in his social environment he is without the role.
Playing the role was the only role he could act out to maintain his identity.

Seen this light, a person’s knowledge that he or she belongs to a social category or group
constitutes his or her social identity. A social group for Axler is a set of individuals who
hold a common social identification or view themselves as members of the same social
category. Through a social comparison process, persons who are similar to the self are
categorized with the self and are labeled the in-group; persons who differ from the self
are categorized as the out-group. In the novel, the protagonist actually does not fall in a
particular group but still, he tries to belong to groups. However, the groups do not prove
his existence sufficiently so that he could feel comfortable in the social surroundings.
His attempt to identify himself as part of social groups is frustrated on many occasions.

Conclusion

To sum up, Axler is contemplating his existence after suffering the universal nightmare—
probably a colossal loss of his life from which it is nearly impossible to come out, as
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the doctor described it. After losing his talent, he was in dire need of social affiliations.
For example, while he was at hospital for his spinal condition, Pegeen goes in, puts
a bandage Axler’s hand after he trips and cuts it, and gives him a glass of water. This
simple act of kindness prompts him to reflect how bereft of such gestures his life has
been of late. He ponders how much he has missed the social and familial association
and connections. To compensate the loss, he tries to strike the connections in different
forms: being a sexual partner, a husband, a sugar-daddy, and more. However, humbled
by his failure in his profession, he loses other significant social identifications and
affiliations. Tempted to take the easiest, desperate escape to blow his brains out he
still has enough sense to look for some other escape. However, to his disappointment,
he becomes successful in none of the occasions. Loss of social belonging placed his
existence in jeopardy many times. A complete absence of social belongingness pushes
him to get rid of this isolation. Therefore, he contemplates suicide.
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Abstract

This paper explores the short-run and long-run causal relationship between
government expenditure, labor force, gross investment, aggregate consumption,
and economic growth of Nepal. The gross domestic product (Y), capital expenditure
(K), population (L), gross investment (Gl), and aggregate consumption (CO)
have been used to find the causal relationship between government expenditure,
and economic growth. The ARDL cointegration technique confirms a long-run
association among the variables. The study revealed that capital expenditure,
labor force participation, gross investment, and aggregate consumption all are
the long-run driver of the economic growth of Nepal. These findings tell that
efficient and timely allocation and use of capital expenditure, expansion of public
as well private investment, and increased aggregate consumption matters for
economic growth. The study also shows the existence of unidirectional causation
from capital expenditure to growth and bidirectional relationship between other
variables. The findings support Keynesian thought of government expenditure and
economic growth. The regulatory and policymakers should focus on expansionary
fiscal policy to stimulate capital formation, efficient productive investment, boost
effective demand, and enhance long-run economic growth in Nepal.
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Introduction

A Government involvement through its spending in the economy is the important
instrument of budgetary policy. The economists now stand that the presence of
expenditure of the government is one of the essentials in the matter of overcoming
recession as well as promoting and accelerating economic growth. In developing
countries, government expenditure along with taxation and borrowing must play a very
important role in accelerating economic expansion (Ahuja, 2016).

Simply government expenditure means the value of all goods and services that are
provided by the public sector expecting to accelerate economic growth and development
with the ultimate aim of transforming the nation into an industrialized economy as well
as raising the standard of living of the people. By changing the volume and direction of
spending on different sectors and activities, it affects employment and output level in
the economy. Broadly, government expenditure is classified into recurrent and capital
expenditure. The expenditure which the government must make repeatedly almost on
the same heading year after year including payment for wages, salaries, interest, loan
maintenance, defense expense, government consumption, etc. is recurrent or regular
expenditure. The capital expenditures are allocated for development works. The
government expenditure on capital projects such as roads, bridges, dams, electricity,
education, health, etc. is capital expenditure or development expenditure (Obinna, 2003,
Okoro, 2013). Thus, government expenditure is one of the powerful instruments in the
hand of the government through which it can achieve the objectives of development.

According to Ahuja (2016), there are several peculiar features of a developing country
that necessitates the increasing public expenditure for rapid economic growth. There is
the availability of vast and diverse resources in developing countries, but they are lying
underutilized. Such countries have the weak infrastructure, lack of technical know-
how, their population is increasing, and above all, they have a deficiency of capital.
They are caught up in a vicious cycle of poverty. To overcome these handicaps, an
appropriate budgetary policy is called up.

Similarly, for developing economies, capital formation has strategic importance for
development and overcoming capital deficiency. A higher ratio of saving to national
income is so necessary. The state must implement an appropriate instrument of
budgetary policy. Government investment especially in those sectors of the economy
where the private investments are not easily attracted, for example, development of
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power resources, means of transport and communication, basic heavy industries,
education, and research is needed. Such investments are very often for the foundations
of rapid economic advance.

Regarding the relationship between government expenditure and economic growth,
there are different thoughts and ideas from different economists and thinkers. Therefore,
it is imperative to see the nexus between the spending of government and economic
growth in developing and least developed countries, keeping a crucial question is
whether public expenditure increases the long-run steady growth of the economy, in the
mind. The general view is that public expenditure, notably on physical infrastructure or
human capital, can be growth-enhancing although the financing of such expenditures
can be growth-retarding, for example, because of disincentive effects associated with
taxation (Kweka and Morrissey, 2000).

Nepal has been practicing expansionary fiscal policy for a long time. The most important
objective of Nepalese fiscal policy is to attain significant economic growth. In Nepal,
public expenditure has remained the most important tool for fiscal policy.

Before 1951, there was no formal government expenditure process in Nepal. During
the Rana regime (1847-1951), their main intention was to keep the people out of the
scenes of the country’s fiscal position. All types of financial authorities were centralized
Government expenditure was presented every fiscal year only after the political changes
in 1951. Until 1959, the government expenditure was published in the Nepal Raj Patra
(the government gazette) and since 1959 it was presented to a legislative body. After
the First Five-Year Plan was introduced in 1955-56, the government expenditure
was divided into two parts as regular and development expenditure. With four major
objectives (to direct development programs by eliminating existing anomalies and by
making them more realistic and productive, as well as overseeing their consistency
for directly benefiting deprived community; to rationalize the role of private sector
and facilities provided by the government; to minimize increasing hardship faced by
common people, and to start a process of repaying the accumulated financial liabilities
of the government) finance minister started to present government expenditure in a
speech since July 13, 1990 (Mainali, 2012).

After that many social and political changes have occurred in the country and that

has brought a sharp increase in government spending. However, the GDP growth rate
has yielded an average growth of around four percent per annum only. Therefore, the

effectiveness of fiscal policies in Nepal has been reported unsatisfactory. The part of
the capital expenditure in the budget has fallen far below the expected level which
is the central matter of concern as the low level of capital expenditure adversely hits
the development activities (Chaudhary, 2010). According to Shrestha (2004), decades
of Nepalese planning exercise and development efforts with increasing government
expenditure has been the question for its contribution to economic growth. Therefore,
the study of the relationship between government expenditure and economic growth is
worthy enough.

The study so explores the long-run association between real public expenditure and
real GDP, employing data over the period 1975-2019. Real GDP has been used as a
proxy for economic growth. The arrangement of the rest of the study is as follows.
Section 2 presents the theoretical and empirical review of earlier studies to review
the theoretical backgrounds and empirical evidence on government expenditure and
economic growth. Section 3 describes the model and data used. In Section 4, empirical
results on government expenditure and economic growth for Nepal are provided and
analyzed. Finally, Section 5 describes the conclusion of the study.

Literature Review
Theoretical Review

The classical economists-based budget on the assumption of full employment and
laissez-fair. They believed that a deficit budget may increase the net unproductive debt
upon the government and the nation. The essence of the classical theory of budget is
balancing revenue and expenditure. However, the 20th-century economists like J.M
Keynes and his followers believed that the policy of a balanced budget may not always
be suitable for the economy. For example, when the economy is in depression, the
government should involve itself in the economic activities through a deficit spending
plan. Similarly, if high inflation is caused by excessive aggregate demand for goods and
services, the government should reduce its expenditure programs (Romanus, 2015).

Wagner’s law developed by Adolph Wagner shows a functional cause and effect
relationship between the growth of an economy and relative growth of public spending.
According to the theory, as the economy develops over time, the activities, and functions
of government increase (Lamarthina & Zaghini, 2011). Precisely, Wagner’s law viewed
public expenditure as a behavioral variable that positively responds to the dictates of a
growing economy. The hypothesis found a positive relationship between government
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spending and income as well as a unidirectional causality running from economic
growth spending to government expenditure (Muthui et al., 2013).

Peacock and Wiseman (1961) as part of their pivotal study explain the time path of the
growth of government in democratic countries (Rowley & Tollison, 1994). The main
claim is that public expenditure does not increase smoothly and continuously but in an
erratic fashion (Chaudhary and Acharya, 2018).

Findings by Musgrave (1969) and Rostow (1971) formed the fundamental basis of
most developmental models of public expenditure-economic growth nexus. These
models spelled out that in the early stages of economic growth and development, public
sector investment is very high. The public sector provides the social and economic
infrastructures, such as roads, electricity, transport system, sanitation system, law
and order, education and health, and human capital investment. These infrastructural
overheads are very vital to trigger the economy to take-off into the stage of maturity
of development. Once the economy reaches the maturity stage, the mixture of public
expenditures will move from expenditures on infrastructure to increase expenditures
on education, health, and welfare services. Thus, more from capital expenditures
to recurrent expenditures in the economy. In the period of high mass consumption,
expenditure on income maintenance programs and programs established to redistribute
welfare will increase significantly relative to other items of public expenditure and
relative to Gross National Product (Mthethwa, 1998).

Colin Clark’s hypothesis also called the central limit hypothesis has come with another
argument about expenditure-growth nexus. Clark (1854) concluded that when the share
of the government sector exceeds 25 percent of total national economic activities in
the economy, inflation takes place even in the balanced budget. Clark assumed that 25
percent is the central limit of the total economic activity of a nation (Ahuja, 2016).

In 1956, Robert. M. Solow (1987) developed the Solow Growth Model which is
broadly referred to as the Neoclassical Growth model because the model employed
a mix of both the orthodox classical and Keynesian formulations. According to the
model, the growth of national income or output is depending on the combination of
Physical resources encompassing natural and capital resources and human resources
encompassing labor and entrepreneurial ability. According to the model, an economy’s
capacity to grow will depend on what is left from the total level of current savings and
what is left from the level of current savings depends on the level of population growth
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or labor force growth which needs to be sustained by the level of resources saved. In
applying this model to Less Developed Countries, for example, Solow stressed that
domestic investment through government (recurrent and capital), private expenditures,
foreign investments (FDI), and the rate of capital accumulation would have a similar
effect as raising domestic savings, which enhances the level of capital per worker
and therefore GDP per head. The capacity to grow therefore depends on the ability to
save through government and private expenditures on investment. As the government
increases its expenditure, it increases production in the economy, and this increases the
income of economic agents who then allocate part of their income to savings for further
investment (Asomani, 2019).

However, the assumption of an exogenously determined growth rate of technology was
not satisfied by Romer (1990). As a result, he further established models that endogenize
a country’s technology and that model was known as the Endogenous Growth model.
Besides, many growth economists argue that the idea of treating technologies as
nonrival and non-excludable goods in the neo-classical model is not appropriate. They
argue that it is indefensible to assume a constant common growth rate of technology
in cross-country regressions. The levels and growth rates of technologies should differ
across economies.

Empirical Review

Chang et al., (2004) studied the long-run relationship between government expenditure
and GDP for the period 1951-1996 using the time series data for seven industrialized
countries and three developing countries including South Africa. Granger causality test
results found no causal relationship between income and government expenditure for
South Africa and hence concluded that Wagner’s law did not hold in South Africa.

Akpan (2005) used a disaggregated method to verify the components and concluded
that there was no significant association between most components of government
expenditure and economic growth in Nigeria.

The study of Bose et al. (2007) examined the growth effects of government expenditure
for a panel of 30 developing countries over the 1970s and 1980s with a particular focus
on disaggregated government expenditures. The study showed a significant positive
association of government capital expenditure with GDP, but current expenditure
showed an insignificant association. They also found a positive relationship between
government investment in education and economic growth. Further, their finding
noticed a negative effect of tax revenue on economic growth.
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Komain and Brahmasrene (2007) investigated the relationship between government
expenditure and economic growth in Thailand by assigning the Granger causality test.
The study illustrated a significant positive effect of government spending on economic
growth.

Liu et al., (2008) analyzed the causal relationship between GDP and public expenditure
for the US data during the period 1947- 2002. The causality results showed that total
government expenditure caused the growth of GDP while the growth of GDP did not
cause expansion of government expenditure. The estimation results also indicated that
public expenditure raised the US economic growth, hence concluded that the Keynesian
hypothesis exerts more influence than Wagner’s law in the US.

Nurudeen and Usman (2010) scrutinized the nexus between government expenditure
and economic growth of Nigeria, applying the ordinary least square method
accompanied by a co-integration and error correction model. The results revealed that
government total capital expenditure, total recurrent expenditures, and government
expenditure on education being a negative effect on economic growth. On the contrary,
rising government expenditure on transport and communication, and health caused an
increase in economic growth. They concluded the importance of government investment
in transport and communication to reduce business costs and increase the profitability
of firms, and the importance of investment in health and education for the development
of capable manpower.

Alshahrani and Alsadiq (2014) examined the relationship between economic growth
and government spending in Saudi Arabia. The study used Johanson co-integration
technique to see the long-run relationship and used VECM to check the short-run
relationship between the variables. It employed annual data over the period 1969-
2010. They found that private domestic and public investments, as well as health care
expenditure, stimulate growth in the long-run, openness to trade and spending in the
housing sector can also boost short-run production.

Adu and Ackah (2015) investigated government expenditure and economic growth
nexus in Ghana by using the ARDL model with annual data spanning from 1970
to 2010. The study concluded that government capital expenditure has a significant
negative impact on economic growth, but recurrent expenditure has a positive effect on
economic growth in both the long-run and short-run periods. They, however, suggested
a fiscal discipline and efficiency in the disbursement of capital expenditure to trigger
positive benefits in the future.
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Anning et al., (2017) on the causal nexus between government spending and economic
growth in Ghana using time series data from 1980 to 2015, and the ARDL bounds
testing approach to co-integration and Vector Error Correction Model (VECM). The
study depicted evidence of co-integration for the existence of a long-run relationship
between the dependent and independent variables. Using the Granger causality test, it
also concluded on causal independence between government spending and economic
growth. Hence government spending has a causal effect on economic growth in Ghana.
It further stressed that government spending that is channeled into more efficient use in
the building of infrastructural development that is self-liquidating could enhance more
economic activities in the short run and lead to growth in the long run in Ghana.

Regmi (2007) researched to investigate the impact of fiscal policy on economic growth
in Nepal applying an endogenous growth model with some slight adjustment. The
study found a negative effect of all the fiscal policy variables including distortionary
taxes, productive expenditure, non-tax revenues, private investment, and budget deficit
on economic growth. The study concluded that the inefficiency correlated with the
use of public funds as being the cause of the significant negative effect of productive
investment in economic growth. Kharel (2012) formed a macroeconomic forecasting
model concentrating on fiscal policy and economic growth in Nepal. The empirical
evidence indicated that fiscal policy, particularly governments’ capital expenditure
affects economic growth positively and crowds-in private investment. The positive
effect of fiscal policy on economic growth and the crowd-out effect of public investment
on private investment are the main findings of his study.

Mainali (2010) investigated the relationship of government expenditure with GDP. The
finding of this research supports the findings of the earlier researcher in the sense that
the government expenditure is growth-promoting. However, there is not a satisfactory
contribution of government expenditure to GDP. The cointegration relationship of
GDP has appeared with recurrent expenditure, gross investment, and labor force. The
error correction model also showed that the increase in recurrent expenditure and gross
investment cause positively to GDP even in the short run.

Chaudhary and Acharya (2018) analyzed the causal relationship between government
expenditure and the real interest rate on the economic growth of Nepal for the time
1975 to 2015. The study applied ARDL cointegration techniques and yielded a long-run
as well as the short-run association between variables under consideration. The study
further confirmed that there is bidirectional causality between government expenditure
and real income over the study period.
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Research Methodology
Variables and Data Sources

Annual time-series data of 45 years from 1975 to 2019 is used in the study. The data
are collected from the Nepal Rastra Bank (NRB), the central bank of Nepal, and
the Ministry of Finance (MoF), the Government of Nepal. The nominal form of the
variables is converted into the real term by dividing the value of the GDP deflator at
constant prices of the base year 2001.

Gross domestic product (GDP) is the most important measure to calculate a country’s
economic performance. It is the total market value of all currently produced final goods
and services produced by all producing units within the geographical borderline of a
country during a given period, generally in one-year. Real gross domestic product is an
inflation-adjusted measure that reflects the value of all goods and services produced by
an economy each year and is often referred to as constant-price or inflation-corrected
GDP. Capital expenditure is the payment with either cash or credit to purchase long
term physical or fixed assets of the government. Capital expenditure brings on social
and economic development of the country through the expenditure made on providing
education, health, recreation, public utilities to the community. This type of expenditure
facilitates to substantially enhance the capacity of a long-term asset and to raise the
national income. Gross investment means aggregate investment. It includes private
investment, public investment, and change in stock. Total consumption includes both
private consumption and public consumption. The total population is taken as a proxy
of the labor force in the study.

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Model Specification

The model represents a well-constructed functional relationship between explained and
explanatory variables. The study deems real gross domestic product (Y) as a dependent
variable, and capital expenditure in real term (K), gross investment in real term (GI),
total consumption in real term (CO), and labor force (L) are considered as explanatory
variables. Following the aggregate production function of the Solow growth model and
Asomani et al., (2019) the aggregate production function can be expressed as.

In equation (1) Y, signifies the aggregate output of the economy (real GDP) at the time
(). L, represents the stock of labor measured as the Labour Force, which is the total
population in the study, while K is the capital input is measured as an amount of capital
expenditure at the time (t). B, and B, represent the coefficients of elasticity of labor
and capital inputs. The variable ‘A’ represents the Total Factor Productivity (TFP)
which accounts for other factors apart from labor and capital that causes production
to increase. Thus, it is a vector of other independent variables that theoretically and
empirically have effects on the dependent variable. The TPF function can be written as.

Taking the natural log of the variables of equation (3) and making an econometric form
of the equation gives the following expression.

Where the f, are the slopes of the variables and i = 1,2,3,4 and is the residual term.
Equation (4) provides the operational econometric model which expresses real GDP
being explained by government expenditure variable and other macroeconomic
variables. The coefficients are supposed to have a positive sign indicating an increase
in the values of L, K, GI and CO lead to an increase in the amount of RGDP.
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ARDL Approach to Cointegration

Where The ARDL model developed by Pesaran and Shin (1999) and Pesaran et al.,
(2001) is one of the widely used and most appropriate approaches to examine the causal
relationship between the underlying variables regardless of whether the variables are
integrated of order zero (1), one (I,) or mutually integrated.

Using the ARDL approach to cointegration has several benefits in comparison to other
cointegration methods such as Engle-Granger (1987), Johansen (1988), and Johansen
and Julius (1990) procedures (Shah and Bhusal, 2017). This technique is also considered
a statistically more significant approach to ascertain the cointegrating relation in a small
sample size too.

The ARDL version of equation (4) is expressed as below.

Where ‘A’ stands for the first difference operator. bj, c, dj, e, and fJ signify the short-
run parameters whereas, represent the long-run parameters. Similarly, represents the
residual in the model.

To test whether the long-run equilibrium relationship occurs between preferred
variables, the bounds test for cointegration is carried out as proposed by Pesaran and
Shin (1999). The hypotheses to test the long-run relationship are.

Null Hypothesis (Hy): Y1 = Y2 = Y3 = Y4 = Y5 = 0; No cointegration exists.
Alternative Hypothesis (H;): y; #Y, # Y3 # Y4 # Vs # 0; Cointegration exists.
If the result obtained from the bound test confirms cointegration then there is a long-
term relationship among the variables. For this, F-statistics is compared with the

critical values provided by Pesaran et al., (2001). If the calculated F-statistics is higher
than the appropriate upper bound of the critical values, then the null hypothesis of
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no cointegration is rejected, if it is lower than the appropriate lower bound, the null
hypothesis cannot be rejected, and if it lies within the lower and upper bounds, the
results is inconclusive.

Causality test

For the direction of causality among variables, a simple pairwise Granger causality
test is applied in the study. Engle and Granger (1987) state that if two variables are
stationary in order one and co-integrated, then either the first variable granger causes
the second variable or the second variable granger causes the first variable. So, the
Granger causality test is made to examine any possible causal relationship among the
variables of the estimated model. The equations for the short-run causality test are
illustrated below.

The null hypothesis of the test states that there is no causal relationship between the
variables.

Results and Discussion

A The empirical result shows that there is cointegration between government capital
expenditure, labor force, gross investment, and total consumption of Nepal.

Unit Root Tests Results

To evade the phenomenon of spurious regression, it is imperative to find out if a time-
series is stationary or not. Generally, the time series becomes stationary after the
integration of order I (1) or order I (2) if it not stationary at level I (0). If the variables
are stationary, we can further proceed with the econometric analysis. The bounds test
can be applied regardless of whether the underlying variables are stationary at the level
I (0), at the first difference I (1), or a combination of both. Tables 2 and 3 display the
results of the Augmented Dickey-Fuller (ADF) tests, the Philips-Perron (PP) tests, and
Kwiatkowski-Phillips-Schmidt-Shin (KPSS) tests of the variables.

The underlying variables except for population as the proxy of the labor force are non-
stationary at the level as shown by the table-2 and table-3 shows all the variables are
stationary after first differencing, that is, the variables are integrated of order zero as
well as order one. Since variables are not ordered more than one and having a mixture
of order zero and order one, the ARDL model can be used.

Cointegration Result

The table-4 shows the bound test result regarding the cointegration relationship between
variables of the model.

The bound test result presented in the table-4 approves that the calculated F-statistics
10.5534 lies outside the upper bound critical value 6.423 at a 1 percent level of
significance. This confirms the rejection of the null hypothesis of no cointegration. So,
there is a long-term relationship between the chosen variables.

ARDL Regression Results and Interpretation

After confirmation of the existence of the long-term relationship between variables, the
long-run and short-run coefficients for equation (5) were estimated using the ARDL
model. The following tables show the long-run and short-run relationships among
variables with the help of the ARDL model based on the AIC criterion.

Table-5 demonstrates the long-run coefficients from the selected ARDL model. The
coefficient of all the explanatory variables as expected are positive and statistically
significant. The coefficients of the labor force and capital expenditure are 1.0452
and 0.05678 indicates that with a one percent increase in the labor force and capital
expenditure, real GDP on an average increase by 1.0452 and 0.05678 percent,
respectively. Peering at the size of coefficients, the effect of the labor force on real
GDP is higher than that of capital expenditure. This proves that the Nepalese economy
is characterized more by the labor-intensive technique of production and less capital-
intensive method. The work of Mainali (2010), Chaudhary and Acharya (2018) also
supported this long-term relationship between government expenditure and the real
GDP of Nepal. This finding is consistent with the Keynesian’s theory.

Looking at the coefficient of gross investment and consumption, they also positively
contributed to real growth as expected and statistically significant at 1 percent and
5 percent level of significance, respectively. These findings reveal that increase in
capital expenditure by the government will increase employment opportunities, utilize
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resources, and thereby economic growth. Similarly, the investment made by the
public as well as private sectors also helps to affect real variables, living standards of
people by offering employment opportunities, helping them to fulfill their wants and
thereby boosting the economy. Due to increasing capital expenditure, investment, and
participation of the labor force, aggregate demand of the people increases, and that has
a multiplier effect on the economy. The findings also support the working of Keynesian
investment multiplier in the case of the Nepalese economy. This is reflected by the
positive and significant long-run coefficient of investment and consumption.

The table-6 shows the short-run coefficient of the variables used in the model. All
the coefficients except capital expenditure shown in the table exhibit a positive and
statistically significant short-run effect on real income. The coefficient of capital
expenditure in the short run is negative but statistically insignificant. A negative effect
of capital expenditure in growth may be attributed to inefficiency tied with the use of
public funds. The ineffective use of productive funds and having rent-seeking behavior
are among the most serious issues in the least developed countries like Nepal and
due to these reasons, the contribution of capital expenditure seems negative in many
developing and least-developed countries. This statement is supported by the findings
of Regmi (2007), Adewara and Oloni (2012), and Ojnugwa and Abdul (2015).

Like the long-run relation, an increase in the labor force, gross investment, and
consumption lead to economic growth in the short-run as well. An increase in population,
gross investment, and total consumption increases the effective demand in the economy
and ultimately leads to economic expansion as suggested by Keynesian theory.
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The value of the error correction term ECM (-1) is -0.457 with a 1 percent level of
significance. The negative and statistically highly significant value of the error
correction term also reconfirms that there is a strong long-term relationship between
variables and the model is convergent towards equilibrium. Furthermore, it also shows
the speed of adjustment towards the previous year’s disequilibrium to the current years.
The result conveys that the adjustment speed is 45.7 percent per annum. Likewise, the
higher value of R-squared and the probability of F-statistic validates that the short-run
model is significant.

The diagnostic tests indicate that the model permits all the tests. The null hypothesis
of the normality of residuals, no first-order serial correlation, no heteroscedasticity,
and no misspecification of functional form are accepted as both LM and F version
exhibits the p-values more than the 5 percent level. This means the model is free from
serial correlation, heteroscedasticity, functional form misspecification, and the issue of
normality.

Stability Test of the ARDL Model

To test the reliability of the parameters of the estimated model, a stability test is
useful. The cumulative sum of recursive residuals (CUSUM) and cumulative sum of
squares of recursive residuals (CUSUMSQ) statistics are used to measure the structural
stability in the model. The null hypothesis for the stability test is that the parameters are
stable. The value of the sequence outside the range of 5 % significance rejects the null
hypothesis and indicates a structural change in the model over time. CUSUM measures
the systematic change in the parameter over time and a quick change in the parameter
is measured by CUSUMSAQ. The following figure shows the results of the CUSUM and
CUSUMSAQ test of the estimated ARDL model.

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The figure-1 and 2 show that the plots of CUSUM and CUSUMSAQ lines lie within the
5 percent critical bounds and prove that the model is stable and robust.

Granger Causality Test Result

The following table shows the result of the Granger causality test of the variables.

The results presented in table 8 show that there is unidirectional causality from real
capital expenditure to real GDP, and bidirectional causality between real GDP and
gross investment, and between real GDP and consumption in Nepal.

Conclusion and Suggestions

The paper examines the causal relationship between government expenditure and
economic growth in Nepal by using the time series data of 1975 to 2019. The study
employs the ARDL cointegration approach to investigate the associations. The empirical
results show that there is the existence of a long-term relationship between government
expenditure and economic growth. Specifically, there is a long-term significant positive
relationship between real GDP as a dependent variable and capital expenditure, labor
force, gross investment, and aggregate consumption as independent variables. The
positive effect of capital expenditure on long-term economic growth could be assigned
to the fact that most capital expenditures enter the capital and productive schemes that
having greater public benefits than their private benefits. In the short run, there is a
significant positive relationship between real GDP and labor force, gross investment,
and total consumption. However, there is a negative effect of capital expenditure in the
short run but statistically insignificant. The negative effect of capital expenditure on
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economic growth may be attributed to inefficient use and allocation of productive public
funds and delayed entry of capital expenditure scheme into mainstream production.

The study also concludes that there is the existence of the bidirectional causal
relationship between gross investment and economic growth, total consumption and
economic growth, and unidirectional causality from capital expenditure to the growth
in the short run. These findings of the study suggest that the Ministry of Finance should
be encouraged to increase spending on capital expenditure to broaden and enhance
the growth of the economy. Furthermore, capital expenditure must use efficiently
and come into mainstream production within time. Similarly, an increase in gross
investment, consumption, and labor force participation will create new and innovative
opportunities, utilize idle resources, create employment opportunities, induce further
investment, and ultimately increase the GDP. Therefore, expansionary fiscal policy,
along with policies related to enhancing skill development and training program for
the labor force, investment from the private as well as the public sector, and sustained
consumption are needed to revisit for long-term real growth of the economy of Nepal.
